Board of Technical Education (BTE)/ Board of Technical Education & Training (BTET)(as applicable) as per the
prescribed schedule of the University/ Board of Technical Education (BTE)/ Board of Technical Education & Training
(BTET)(as applicable) Admission authority etc. The Applicant Society/Trust/Institution shall send information about
commencement of the above courses to AICTE.

5. The management of the Institution shall not close the Institution or the institution shall not discontinue any
course(s) or start any new course(s) or alter intake capacity of seats without the prior approval of the
Council.

6. No excess admission shall be made by the Institution over and above the approved intake under any
circumstances. In case any excess admission is reported to the Council, appropriate action as per the
notified regulations shall be initiated against the Institution.

13. The Director / Principal and the teaching and other staff shall be appointed in given time frame and selection
shall be done according to procedures, qualifications and experience prescribed by the Council from time to
time and pay scales are as per the norms prescribed by the Council from time to time.

14. The technical institution shall publish an information booklet before commencement of the academic year
giving details regarding the institution and courses / programs being conducted and details of infrastructural
facilities including faculty etc. in the form of mandatory disclosure. The information booklet may be made
available to the stakeholders of the technical education. The mandatory disclosure information, as per
directions in the AICTE website / Approval Process Handbook, shall be put on the Institution Website. The
information shall be revised every year with updated information about all aspects of the institution.

15. It shall be mandatory for the technical institution to maintain a Website providing the prescribed information.
